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The Program:  This program was imple-
mented in the fall of 2009.  It is open to 
children who turn 5 between July 1 and 
December 2 in the school year.   Discov-
ery Kindergarten will expose students to a 
modified Kindergarten curriculum that is 
age and developmentally appropriate.    At 
the conclusion of the year, students will 
enter a traditional Kindergarten program.  
Students will have the opportunity to learn 
and practice important social and commu-

nication skills.  They will have a chance to 
learn and express themselves at a pace 
that is not quite so hurried. 

The  Discovery Program will be located 
at our Red Oak Elementary School and 
Brookside Elementary School sites. 

The program will be developmental and 
hands-on so that students can grow at 
their own pace. 

The children will receive progress re-
ports three times a year. 

The Community and School District:  The Oak Park 
Unified School District is located in a suburban 
community of eastern Ventura County adjacent to
