+ One UC A-G freshman admission subject area requirement;

+ One UC transfer admission subject area requirement; and/or

+ One Intersegmental General Education Transfer Curriculum (IGETC) area and the area 6A (Language other than English) proficiency level as listed below.

In some cases, satisfaction of general education requirements or credit toward specific major requirements is also awarded by the campuses.

New AP exams will be reviewed as they are approved and included on the chart where appropriate.
