Describe 


each event and its importance to the overall struggle for independence.

Indian society has always been one of deep divisions – divisions between people


of different religious groups, and divisions between people of different classes

and castes.  Describe how Gandhi attempted to break down the barriers of Indian 


society and unify his nation.  How successful was he in his efforts?  Explain.
