VIDEO DESCRIPTIONS

Colonial Highlights – scenes from  America: The Story of US, and Three Sovereigns for Sarah will be shown as we study Jamestown and the Pilgrims.

George Washington – three parts shown (Chapters 6, 7 and 9) and used to illustrate the events of the French and Indian War, the American Revolution, and Washington’s presidency.

April Morning – (Chapter 6) shown to give students the idea of what the culture of the late 1700s was and what the early battles of the Revolution were like for the people at Lexington and Concord.

National Treasure – Our pre-winter break and last week of school films(  Characters in the movie use documents, artifacts, and information from the Revolutionary and Civil War periods to locate hidden treasures.

Lewis and Clark: Great Journey West –  (Chapter 10) to inform students about the purposes and discoveries of the group and to give them information for a project on the Louisiana Territory.

The Alamo – 60 minutes shown (Chapter 13) to convey the reason for the battle and the significance of decisions made at the fort.

Civil War highlights – scenes from Gods & Generals, Gettysburg, Andersonville, Gone with the Wind, The Blue & the Gray, America: The Story of US, Dances With Wolves  and Glory have been edited together to correspond with the content of chapters 16 and 17.

The Day Lincoln Was Shot –  (Chapter 17) shown to illustrate the events at Ford’s Theater.
42/Hidden Figures – We end chapter 18 with segregation being the law of the land.  These movies illustrate the difficulties of overcoming segregation in sports and science. These will be shown the last week of school after formal instruction is finished. 
Tom and Huck –  After we finish reading The Adventures of Tom Sawyer, this movie is shown so students can compare versions.  We usually show this during testing week as a break from the tests. The musical version is also offered as an option (rated G).
Remember the Titans – Used for a movie review activity that also ties into themes in history at that time of the year.

Hamilton: many songs help tell the story of the Revolution, the Constitution, Washington’s Administration, and of Alexander Hamilton. Language will be edited in class as much as possible. “My Shot”, “Right Hand Man”, and “Cabinet Battle #1” are the songs that will be used that are marked “explicit”.
