· You will choose an important topic in Chinese history from the many choices below, ask rigorous questions about this topic, show its connection to one of the dynasties studied, and how it is relevant today.
· You will research the answers to your questions and present your findings in a creative, authentic product.
· Your answers to the questions are the basis for your authentic product.
STEPS:

1. Brainstorm ideas for the project
2. Narrow down your ideas from the prior step and select one

3. Select a topic
4. Prepare for research by generating a minimum of 7 questions (depth)
5. Research
6. Create your finished product
· You may work independently, with a partner, or up to two others.  Most of this work is a home assignment, so if you choose to work with someone else, it is your responsibility to get together with this person and maintain communication. Your project is due regardless of any issues that might arise with a partner.  
· Remember, my room is available almost every single day at lunch.

· Read the information in this packet and highlight the important details as they relate to you and your topic.
Works Cited

· You must create an annotated Works Cited page.  
· Your Works Cited page must be included within your product.  If you create a digital slideshow, for example, your Works Cited should be included within the show rather than turned in separately. If you create a poster, save a spot to affix the Works Cited page.
· Using easybib.com, for each source used, you must explain how the source was used.

· Once you have exported the list, be sure each annotation begins on a new line that is indented (hit Tab or space bar)

Oral Presentation

· Be sure your product is one that will enable you to creatively and comprehensively present your topic to the class. 
· All students must present to the class (2-3 minutes)
· You will have THREE minutes maximum (approximately two minutes suggested) to present to the class.  After that, you will be asked to sit down.  Please plan carefully.  
· You may use note cards during your presentation; however, full sheets of paper are not permitted.
· Depending on the type of product, you should select the highlights/key points to share with your classmates. 
· Practice your eye contact and expression prior to your presentation. In addition, rehearse what you will cover in the two minutes.
Choose one of the following topics and select a product of your choice that will enable you to creatively and comprehensively present your material to the class.

You must:

*Ask at least 5 rigorous questions that you want to study

*Show its connection to the dynasty studied

*Show its relevance today

This means you are asking a total of 7 questions (minimum)
A.  Geography refers to the characteristics of a physical place, the ways that environment affects human life, and the ways that humans change the environment. It also refers to the movement of people, goods, and ideas from place to place. (See pages 12-13 in Social Studies text.)

Think about:  Throughout history, how have societies adjusted to their surroundings? How have they attempted to overcome obstacles created by geography?  

TOPIC:  Which geographic feature had the greatest IMPACT on the people of China?   Remember to use depth!
B.  The theme of science and technology includes discoveries, inventions, and improved methods of doing things.

Think about:  What is the one Medieval Chinese invention that has most improved your life?  How would your life be different without this invention?  

TOPIC: There has been much debate as to whether gunpowder or paper is China’s most important invention. 
What medieval Chinese invention do you think is most important?  
Remember to use depth!

C.  “Foot binding was an old Chinese custom in which young girls' feet were tightly bound to restrict and alter their growth. Although it was banned nearly a century ago by the Chinese government and is now seen as barbaric, the practice took years to die out, and a few of its victims -- most far older than 70 -- can still be found today.”

TOPIC:  Research foot binding.  

Consider: Do you believe foot binding had a positive or negative IMPACT on the Chinese people? 
Remember to use depth!
D.  Explore the life of Wu Zhao OR Genghis Khan. 
Remember to use depth!
E.  Research and create an authentic product about… a Chinese holiday or tradition.
