WHEREAS, more than half a million people live within ten miles of the site, and the site 
is located within the boundaries of the Oak Park Unified School District; 

 THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Oak Park Unified School District calls on 
DOE, NASA, and DTSC to expeditiously and fully carry out the 2010 cleanup agreements; and

BACKGROUND: There is a need for a shade structure at Oak Park High School and the PFC is 

able to contribute $45,000 toward that project. OPUSD agreed to support the 
project with $20,000 from Measure R for architect and other required services. 
We have worked with SK Solar, installer for Solar World, to develop a concept 
for a shade structure that would provide a 95 Kw solar electric system that would 
be significantly larger than a fabric structure and, over time, save the District 
money.  An additional 60 Kw system is proposed for the rooftops of the newly 
approved R modular replacement classrooms that over time would also save the 
District money.  Additionally, the District has been notified that we will be 
receiving a state grant that will provide for the installation of two Energy Storage 
Systems that will allow for further savings by saving the solar power generated 
and then using it during peak hours.  The proposal involves the use of a low 
interest (3.5%) 10-year loan so that no bond funds (other than the $20,000 
already committed) would be used.  The out-of-pocket costs would be charged to 
the utilities budget in the general fund with the expectation that these would be 
reversed due to energy conservation measures, including the more efficient new 
modular classrooms being installed.

agreement with SK Solar

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Disclaimers & Assumptions

System Size Ratings & Performance

There are three methods commonly used to rate PV system size: STC, PTC and CEC. The Standard Test Condition rating ("STC" also called "DC" or "nameplate")
assumes a standard set of optimal operating conditions. The STC rating is most often used by manufacturers to classify the power output of PV modules. The PV-USA Test
Condition ("PTC") and California Energy Commission ("CEC") ratings were designed to approximate system performance in more realistic operating conditions.

The Energy production for the first year is based on PVWatts Version 1 and is the sum of each array's production. To calculate the system's energy production for any
future year, the expected degradation in system performance is included (See "PV Degradation", in table above).

(Net) Energy Bill Savings

For an individual, electric bills are not usually deductible against income taxes.

For a business, electric bills are usually deductible against income taxes. If an income tax rate is defined, the cash flow displays a "Net" Energy Bill Savings line item which
is the Energy Bill Savings less the loss in tax deduction due to the PV system's lowering of the electric bill. Cost inflation for the utility rate and degradation of system
performance are also taken into account.

Average Monthly Utility Savings

"Average Monthly Utility Savings" is the average monthly (Net) Energy Bill Savings expected over the system life. This takes into account utility rate inflation and any
expected degradation in system performance. This estimate has not assumed any changes in the amount or timing in your building's energy use.

Rate of Return (IRR) on Cash Invested

"Rate of Return on Cash Invested" (also called "Internal Rate of Return" or "IRR") is the annual compounded rate of return that the cash flows (savings, incentives, tax
benefits, etc.) bring based upon the net cash invested in the year of installation ("Year 0"). In financial math terms, IRR is the discount rate required to make the sum of the
present values of each annual cash flow equal zero. If you financed your system 100%, IRR does not apply since you did not actually invest cash.

Total Life-Cycle Payback

"Total Life-Cycle Payback" is the total cash flows (savings, incentives, tax benefits, etc.) for all years after installation as a percentage of the net cash invested in the year of
installation ("Year 0"). This ROI calculation is not adjusted for inflation or the time-value of money.

Levelized Cost of Energy

"Levelized Cost of Energy" (or LCOE) is an approximation of the average cost of energy from your solar system ($/kWh). To determine LCOE, the system Net Cost ($ in the
installation year) is divided by the amount of energy produced (kWh) over the system life (years). For this calculation, energy produced over system life is limited to the
annual energy consumption of the building times the system life in years. The Net Cost does not include incentives which may materialize in later years, such as tax credits
or deductions or production rebates. This calculation is not adjusted for the time-value of money.

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About Utility Average Costs

Time-Of-Use Rates: Solar can reduce average cost of electricity by taking advantage of time-of-use rates. Electric rates are usually higher during peak daytime periods.
This is when solar systems produce peak output and can "spin your meter backwards".

Each day (weekday or weekend) is broken into four (4) areas: Off-Peak (base rate), Morning Part-Peak, Peak, and Afternoon Part-Peak. We have defined the times each
rate starts and used the current rate applicable for that time period. Your utility may change these rates or the time periods applied. TOU charges can account for a large
percentage of your utility bill and the assumptions used in these estimates may not be accurate for your particular situation.

Demand Rates: With "demand rates" a portion of your utility bill is a demand rate times the peak demand measured in the month. You may find that solar does reduce your
demand charges. However, for this analysis it is assumed that solar will not reduce the measured peak demand, and thus demand charges will not change with solar
installed. Please note, demand rates can come with high monthly metering fees. In this case, the average cost per kWh may actually be higher since the metering fees must
now be allocated across the smaller amount of electricity you purchased from the utility after a solar installation.

Annual Electric Bill "True-Up" (Reconciliation): This analysis assumes you will receive a cumulative credit from your electric utility at the end of the year for each month your
system produces more energy value to the grid than you consumed.

often in summer months your solar system may provide excess electricity ("spin the meter backwards"), compared to winter months. So you receive billing "credits" in
summer for excess energy generated (aka Net Excess Generation). At the end of the year these credits may be applied to charges incurred in months where you
purchased electricity (usually winter months) assuming your utility provides Net Metering. This analysis assumes your total annual utility bill will not be less than any
minimum utility customer charges, as applicable.

Utility Electric Rate Inflation: Historical References

California Rates: In 2009, the average retail electric rate was 13.24 cents per kWh(14.74 cents residential). Investor-owned utilities averaged 14.15 cents per kWh. Since
1970, electric rates in California have increased 6.7% annually.

National Averages: In 2009, the average retail electricity price for all customers across the United States rose to 9.83 cents per kWh, a small increase over 2008. Over the
two year period though, from 2007 to 2009, the average retail price rose 7.7 percent.

BACKGROUND: At its meeting on March 18, 2014, the Board received and discussed the 

District’s proposed general spending plan for the Common Core State 
Standards (CCSS) implementation funds during the 2013-14 and 2014-15 
school years.  The enacted 2013-14 State Budget provides one-time funds to 
school districts to support the activities required to implement the federal 
CCSS program. The new standards are required to be in place for the 2014-15 
school year, and the accompanying funding is provided specifically to support 
the following activities: 

 
• Professional development for certificated and classified employees involved in 

the direct instruction of pupils using CCSS. 
• Instructional materials and supplemental instructional materials aligned to CCSS. 
• Technology equipment and infrastructure to provide technology-based 

instruction using CCSS and to implement computer-based student assessments. 
 

The amount of one-time estimated funds to be received by the District for this 
purpose is $902,000, and the funds must be spent by July 1, 2015. As a 
condition of receiving the funds, a general spending plan for the funds must be 
presented at a public meeting of the governing board and then approved at a 
subsequent public meeting of the governing board. 

 
The District’s proposed spending plan was being finalized as this agenda was 
going to press, and will be provided to the Board and posted for the public 
prior to this evening’s meeting.  As discussed at the Board’s March meeting, 
the plan for the 2013-14 and 2014-15 school years will include: 
 
• Staff Professional Development for implementing CCSS. 
• Workshop for teachers and administrators through multiple resources and 

services from Ventura County Office of Education and other qualified 
consultants. 

• Substitute pay to release teachers for collaboration and training.  
• Adopt and purchase current standards-aligned instructional materials. 
• Upgrade the technology infrastructure to provide Internet access, and 

greater network capacity to meet the Smarter Balanced Assessment 
requirements and system administration. 

• Upgrade servers, switches, and network infrastructures systems as needed. 
• Purchase mobile devices, software, learning management systems, 

instructional and assessment based technology systems/software. 
• Provide supplemental instructional CCSS material either in textbook or 

electronic format. 
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• Personnel to assist in the implementation for CCSS. 
• All and any support needed by staff and the District to help implement the 

CCSS as outlined above, and the one-time CCSS funding provisions stated 
in the law.

The Governing Board expects students to progress through each grade level within one school 
year. To accomplish this, instruction should accommodate the variety of ways that children learn 
and include strategies for addressing academic deficiencies when needed.  
 
Students shall progress through the grade levels by demonstrating growth in learning and 
meeting grade-level standards of expected student achievement.

When high academic achievement is evident, the Superintendent or designee Student Study 
Team (SST), a group including, but not limited to, a parent or guardian, a teacher, and an 
administrator,  may recommend a student for acceleration into a higher grade level. The 
student's maturity level shall be taken into consideration in making a determination to accelerate 
a student. 
 
, the Superintendent or designee SSTs shall identify students who should be retained and who are 
at risk of being retained at their current grade level as early in their school careers as 
practicable.

Before retaining a student, the principal or designee shall determine that:

• Supplemental instruction in which the student has participated has not sufficiently 
prepared the student for successful advancement.

The Governing Board desires to prepare all students to obtain a high school diploma to enable 
them to take advantage of opportunities for postsecondary education and/or employment.

Course Requirements 
 
To obtain a high school diploma, students shall complete at least the following courses in grades 
9-12, with each course being one year unless otherwise specified:   
 
1. Forty (40) semester credits in English  
 
2. Thirty-five (35) semester credits of social science to include:  ten (10) semester credits of 
United States history and geography; ten (10) semester credits of world history, culture, and 
geography; five (5) semester credits in American government and civics; five (5) semester 
credits in economics; and five (5) credits of world geography. (Education Code 51225.3) 
 
3.  Five (5) semester credits of health education. 
 
4.  Thirty (30) semester credits of science including biological and physical sciences (Education 
Code 51225.3)  Students attending Oak View High School must complete twenty (20) semester 
credits of science including life science and physical science.  An Oak View High school student 
may elect to complete ten (10) extra credits of science, including one year of global science, and 
be recognized as graduating with a “special emphasis in science”.

5.  Thirty (30) semester credits of mathematics including ten (10) semester credits of Algebra I 
(or twenty (20) semester credits of Algebra 1A and 1B ten (10) each) and ten (10) credits of 
geometry. 
 
At least one mathematics course, or a combination of the two mathematics courses required for 
completion in grades 9-12, shall meet or exceed state academic content standards for Algebra 1.

Completion, prior to grade 9, of algebra coursework that meets or exceeds state academic content 
standards shall satisfy the algebra coursework requirement, but shall not exempt a student from 
the requirement to complete three mathematics courses in grades 9-12.  (Education Code

8.  Five (5) semester credits of practical skills (industrial arts, technology education [beyond 
required], journalism, yearbook, auto, architectural, or vocational education).

9.  Five (5) semester credits of computer education course.

All 
freshmen and sophomore students will complete a standards based guidance program to develop 
a personal learning plan. 
 
Oak View High School students will graduate with two hundred and thirty (230) credits unless 
they chose to complete an additional ten (10) credits of science as stated in #4 above. 
 
Because the prescribed course of study may not accommodate the needs of some students, the 
Board shall provide alternative means for the completion of prescribed courses in accordance 
with law.

Students who have passed all graduation requirements by the end of grade 12 except one or 
both parts of the exit exam also are eligible to receive a certificate of completion or 
comparable form of recognition to indicate they have completed the required course of study. 
 
Students who have not passed one or both parts of the exit exam by the end of grade 12 shall 
have the opportunity to receive intensive instruction and services for up to two consecutive 
academic years after completion of grade 12 or until they have passed both parts of the exam, 
whichever comes first.

The Governing Board recognizes that a comprehensive counseling program can help promote 
academic achievement and serve the diverse needs of district students.  Counseling staff shall be 
available to meet with students regarding their education progress toward to discuss academic 
and/or career goals and, as appropriate, may discuss social, or personal, or other issues  
difficulties as well as other issues that may impact student learning.

Counselors shall respect student confidentiality as appropriate and shall consult with the 
Superintendent or designee or with the district's legal counsel whenever unsure of how to 
respond to a student's personal problem.

The Governing Board recognizes that high-quality supplemental instructional programs can 
motivate and support students to attain grade-level academic standards, overcome academic 
deficiencies, and/or acquire critical skills. The district shall offer direct, systematic and intensive 
supplemental instruction to meet student needs.

General Obligation Bonds 
 
The Governing Board recognizes that school facilities are an essential component of the 
educational program and that the Board has a responsibility to ensure that the district’s facilities 
needs are met in the most cost-effective manner possible.  When the Board determines that it is 
in the best interest of district students, it may order an election on the question of whether bonds 
shall be issued to pay for school facilities.

The Board shall determine the appropriate amount of the bond in accordance with law.   
 
When a any project to be funded by bonds will require state matching funds for any phase of the 
project, the ballot for the bond measure shall include a statement as specified in Education Code 
15122.5, advising voters that, because the project is subject to approval of state matching funds, 
passage of the bond measure is not a guarantee that the project will be completed. (Education 
Code 15122.5) 
 
Bonds Requiring 55% Approval by Local Voters 
 
The Board may decide to pursue the authorization and issuance of bonds by approval of 55% 
majority of the voters pursuant to Article 13A, Section 1(b)(3) and Article 16, Section 18(b) of 
the California Constitution.  If two-thirds of the Board agrees to such an election, the Board shall 
vote to adopt a resolution to incur bonded indebtedness if approved by a 55% majority of the 
voters.  (Education Code 15266) 
 
The bond election may only be ordered at a primary or general election, a statewide special 
election, or a regularly scheduled local election at which all of the electors of the school district 
are entitled to vote.  (Education Code 15266) 
 
Bonded indebtedness incurred by the district shall be used only for the following purposes: 
(California Constitution Article 13A, Section 1(b)(3) and 1(b)(3)(A)) 
 
1. The construction, reconstruction, rehabilitation, or replacement of school facilities, including 
the furnishing and equipping of school facilities  
 
2. The acquisition or lease of real property for school facilities

3. The refunding of any outstanding debt issuance used for the purposes specified in items #1-
2 above 
 
The proposition approved by the voters shall include the following accountability requirements:  
(California Constitution Article 13A, Section 1(b)(3)) 
 
1. A requirement that proceeds from the sale of the bonds be used only for the purposes 
specified in items #1-2 above, and not for any other purposes including teacher and 
administrative salaries and other school operating expenses 
 
2. A list of specific school facility projects to be funded and certification that the Board has 
evaluated safety, class size reduction and information technology needs in developing that list 
 
(cf. 0440 - District Technology Plan) 
(cf. 0450 - Comprehensive Safety Plan) 
(cf. 6151 - Class Size) 
 
3. A requirement that the Board conduct an annual, independent performance audit to ensure 
that the funds have been expended only on the specific projects listed

from the sale of the bonds until all of those proceeds have been expended for the school facilities 
projects 
 
If a district general obligation bond requiring a 55% majority is approved by the voters, the 
Board shall appoint an independent citizens’ advisory oversight committee to inform the public 
concerning the expenditure of bond revenues as specified in Education Code 15278 and the 
accompanying regulation.  This committee shall be appointed within 60 days of the date that the 
Board enters the election results in its minutes pursuant to Education Code 15274. (Education 
Code 15278)

The Superintendent or designee shall ensure that the annual, independent performance and 
financial audits conducted pursuant to items #3 and #4 above are issued in accordance with the 
U.S. Comptroller General’s Government Auditing Standards and submitted to the.

three months of receiving the audits. (Education Code 15280) 
 
Bonds Requiring 66.67% Approval by Local Voters 
 
The Board may decide to pursue the authorization and issuance of bonds by approval of 66.67% 
majority of the voters pursuant to Education Code 15100 and Article 13A, Section 1(b)(2) of the 
California Constitution.  If a majority of the Board agrees to such an election, or upon a petition 
of the majority of the qualified electors residing in the district, the Board shall adopt a resolution 
ordering an election on the question of whether to incur bonded indebtedness if approved by a 
66.67% majority of the voters. (Education Code 15100) 
 
The bond election may be ordered to occur on any Tuesday, except a Tuesday that is a state 
holiday or the day before or after a state holiday, is within 45 days before or after a statewide 
election unless conducted at the same time as the statewide election, or is an established election 
date pursuant to Elections Code 1000 or 1500.  (Education Code 15101) 
 
Bonds shall be sold for the purpose of raising money for the following purposes:  (Education 
Code 15100) 
 
1. Purchasing school lots 
 
2. Building or purchasing school buildings 
 
3. Making of alterations or additions to school building(s) other than as may be necessary for 
current maintenance, operation or repairs 
 
4. Repairing, restoring or rebuilding of any school building damaged, injured or destroyed by 
fire or other public calamity 
 
5. Supplying of school buildings and grounds with furniture, equipment or necessary apparatus 
of a permanent nature 
 
6. Permanently improvement of school grounds 
 
7. Refunding of any outstanding valid indebtedness of the district, evidenced by bonds or of 
state school building aid loans 
 
8. Carrying out of sewer or drain projects or purposes authorized in Education Code 17577

9. Purchasing of school buses with a useful life of at least 20 years 
 
10. Demolition or razing of any school building with the intent to replace it with another school 
building, whether in the same location or in any other location 
 
Except for refunding any outstanding indebtedness, any of the purposes listed above may be 
united and voted upon as a single proposition by order of the Board and entered into the minutes.  
(Education Code 15100) 
 
The Board may appoint a citizens’ oversight committee to review and report to the Board and the 
public as to whether the expenditure of bond revenues complies with the intended purposes of 
the bond. 
 
Certificate of Results 
 
If the certificate of election results received by the Board shows the appropriate majority of the 
voters are in favor of issuing the bonds, the Board shall record that fact in its minutes.  The 
Board shall then certify to the County Board of Supervisors all proceedings it had in connection 
with the election results. (Education Code 15124, 15274) 
 
Resolution Regarding Sale of Bonds 
 
Following passage of the bond measure by the appropriate majority of voters, the Board shall 
pass a resolution directing the issuance and sale of bonds. In accordance with law, the resolution 
shall prescribe the total amount of the bonds to be sold and may also prescribe the maximum 
acceptable interest rate, not to exceed eight percent, and the time(s) when the whole or any part 
of the principal of the bonds shall be payable. which shall not be more than 25 years from the 
date of the bonds. However, if the Board elects to issue the bonds pursuant to Government Code 
53508, the maximum acceptable interest rate shall not exceed 12 percent and the time(s) when 
the whole or any part of the principal shall be payable not be more than 40 years. (Education 
Code 15140; Government Code 53508) 
 
In passing the resolution, the Board shall consider each available funding instrument, 
including, but not limited to, the costs associated with each and their relative suitability for the 
project to be financed.  
 
Prior to the sale of bonds, the Board shall disclose, as an agenda item at a public meeting, either 
in the bond issuance resolution or another resolution, available funding instruments, the costs 
and suitability of each, and all of the following items: (Education Code 15146; Government 
Code 53508.9) 
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1. Express approval of the method of sale (i.e., competitive, negotiated, or hybrid) 
 
2. Statement of the reasons for the method of sale selected 
 
3. Disclosure of the identity of the bond counsel, and the identities of the bond underwriter and 
the financial advisor if either or both are utilized for the sale, unless these individuals have not 
been selected at the time the resolution is adopted, in which case the Board shall disclose their 
identities at the public meeting occurring after they have been selected 
 
4. Estimates of the costs associated with the bond issuance, including, but not limited to, bond 
counsel and financial advisor fees, printing costs, rating agency fees, underwriting fees, and 
other miscellaneous costs and expenses of issuing the bonds 

 
When the sale involves bonds that allow for the compounding of interest, such as a capital 
appreciation bond (CAB), items #1-4 above and the financing term and time of maturity, 
repayment ratio, and the estimated change in the assessed value of taxable property within the 
district over the term of the bonds shall be included in the resolution to be adopted by the 
Board.  The resolution shall be publicly noticed on at least two consecutive meeting agendas, 
first as an information item and second as an action item.  The agendas shall identify that 
bonds that allow for the compounding of interest are proposed. (Education Code 15146) 
 
Prior to adopting a resolution for the sale of bonds that allow for the compounding of interest, 
the Board shall be presented with the following: (Education Code 15146) 
 
1. An analysis containing the total overall cost of the bonds that allow for the compounding 
of interest 
 
2. A comparison to the overall cost of current interest bonds 
 
3. The reason bonds that allow for the compounding of interest are being recommended 
 
4. A copy of the disclosure made by the underwriter in compliance with Rule G-17 adopted by 
the federal Municipal Securities Rulemaking Board 
 
After the sale, the Board shall be presented with the actual cost information and shall disclose  
that information at the Board’s next scheduled meeting.  The Board shall ensure that an itemized 
summary of the costs of the bond sale and all necessary information and reports regarding the 
sale are submitted to the California Debt and Investment Advisory Commission. (Education 
Code 15146; Government Code 53509.5) 
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Bond Anticipation Notes 
 
Whenever the Board determines that it is in the best interest of the district, it may, by resolution, 
issue a bond anticipation note, on a negotiated or competitive-bid basis, to raise funds that shall 
be used only for a purpose authorized by a bond that has been approved by the voters of the 
district in accordance with law. (Education Code 15150) 
 
Payment of principal and interest on any bond anticipation notes shall be made at note maturity, 
not to exceed five years, from the proceeds derived from the sale of the bond in anticipation of 
which that note was originally issued or from any other source available for that purpose, 
including state grants.  Interest payments may also be made from such sources.  However, 
interest payments may be made periodically and prior to note maturity from an increased 
property tax if the following conditions are met: (Education Code 15150) 
 
1. A resolution of the Board authorized the property tax for that purpose. 
 
2. The principal amount of the bond anticipation note does not exceed the remaining principal 
amount of the authorized but unissued bonds. 

 
The A bond anticipation notes may be issued only if the tax rate levied to pay interest on the 
notes periodically would not cause the district to exceed the tax rate limitations set forth in 
Education Code 15268 or 15270, as applicable.
