BACKGROUND: Over the past two years the District has accumulated surplus technology equipment
which is obsolete, non-repairable, or no longer suitable for instructional use. The
District’s technology department has compiled the accompanying list of this
equipment and is requesting authorization for its sale and/or disposal as authorized
by EC 17546.

The District has historically used the services of an environmentally friendly
certified eWaste recycler to pick up and dispose of obsolete electronic
equipment. Funded through the CA eWaste tax, the District receives $0.10 per
pound for CRT’s and general computer equipment, and $0.50 per pound for
laptops. It is anticipated that the total amount that will be received from the
eWaste recycler for the listed equipment will be less than $2500.

EC 17546 provides that if the Board, by a unanimous vote of those members
present, finds that the property, whether one or more items, does not exceed in
value the sum of $2,500, it may be sold at private sale without advertising, by
any employee of the district empowered for that purpose by the board.

The District’s Maintenance Department has determined that a pedestrian tripping
hazard exists at Brookside Elementary School on the sidewalk and parkway area
on Satinwood Avenue, immediately adjacent to the kindergarten and primary
playgrounds. In order to prevent potential injuries, the Board approved a contract
for removal and replacement of concrete walkways at its March 2017 meeting.
Repair work also required the removal and replacement of trees in front of the
school and along the sidewalk. In order to complete the planned corrective work
over the District’s spring break, a contract was awarded for emergency repairs to
the following company on the District’s approved list of California Uniform
Public Contract Cost Accounting Act (CUPCCAA) contractor list:

District maintenance and construction management staff have found that the work
is essential and recommend that the emergency repairs be funded from the
Measure R bond fund.

The District’s Maintenance Department has observed cracks in the wooden
beams supporting the roof in the aging lunch shelter structure at Medea Creek
Middle School.

BACKGROUND: Site administration and the district’s Maintenance Department have determined

that it is necessary to replace gymnasium flooring surface at Medea Creek Middle
School. Original to the 1992 construction of the building, the floor is showing
extreme wear, with seams coming up, raising safety concerns. In response to Staff
solicitation for bids for replacement, two firms submitted proposals: Geary
Flooring Inc., and Pacific Floor Company. The base bid from both companies,
including demolition, minor slab preparation, moisture barrier, and new flooring,
was identical at $149,000. The proposal received from Geary, is a piggybackable
contract through the National Joint Powers Alliance, addressing both competitive
pricing and Public Contract Code bidding requirements. In addition to the base
bid, the Geary proposal includes a not-to-exceed amount for major floor slab
leveling, to be used only if required. The proposal from Pacific Floor Company
was not associated with a piggybackable contract, and did not provide for any
major floor slab leveling. It is the recommendation of staff that the Board approve
a contract for this project with Geary Flooring Inc., in the amount of $174,000, to
be funded from Measure R bond funds. In order to comply with Public Contract
Code bidding requirements, the Board is asked to authorize the use of the
piggyback provisions of the National Joint Powers Alliance (NJPA) Contract
#082114-FTU. The planned corrective concrete work will be performed over the
District’s summer break.

District maintenance and construction management staff have found that the work
is essential and recommend that the emergency repairs be funded from the
Measure R bond fund. Measure R bond language specifically authorizes use of
bond funds to “Upgrade...facility interiors, including floor...finishes...” It is
recommended that the Board authorize the revision of the District’s Facility
Master Plan to incorporate this project, to be funded by Measure R bond funds.

ELA Adoption Background
Prepared by Jay Greenlinger, Ed.D.

April 5, 2017

At its April 4th meeting, the Curriculum Council unanimously approved the recommendation of a
Reading and Writing adoption for grades K-5. The Board is being asked to adopt Lucy Calkins’
Teachers College Reading and Writing Project (TCRWP) as the K-5 ELA program. Thisis not a
California SBE approved program. In the past, LEAs had to apply for a waiver to adopt non SBE
adopted programs. Now according to Education Code Section 60210, a school district may
utilize instructional materials not adopted by the SBE, so long as the materials are aligned to
state standards and a majority of the participants of any review process conducted by the
district are classroom teachers who are assigned to the subject area or grade level of the
materials being reviewed. Other CA districts that have adopted TCRWP include Benicia Unified
School District, Ravenswood City Schools, and Palo Alto Unified School District.

Funding for instructional materials used to be based solely on a district’s adoption of SBE
materials. The Instructional Materials Funding Realignment Program (IMFRP) was repealed by
the passage of Assembly Bill 1246, which took effect on January 1, 2013. Instructional materials
funds are now provided to LEAs as part of the Local Control Funding Formula (LCFF), and as
such may be spent on any educational purpose as permitted by law.

Further, Ed Code Section 60040-60045 indicates that all adopted materials must follow a Social
Content Review.
e Portray accurately and equitably the cultural and racial diversity of American society;
e Demonstrate the contribution of minority groups and males and females to the
development of California and the United States;
e Emphasize people in varied, positive, and contributing roles in order to influence
students' school experiences constructively; and
e Do not contain inappropriate references to commercial brand names, products, and
corporate or company logos.

Teacher Materials: An order for Teacher Guides for the Units of Study in Reading and Writing
has been placed to ensure that materials arrive in time for training (below). This decision was
made in hopeful anticipation of the Board’s adoption in April. We conducted an audit of existing
materials and purchased so that all teachers have up to date Units of Study, and that all grade
level Units of Study are provided to RSP teachers.

Student Materials: One of the marked changes from a traditional literacy program is that RWW
does not have textbooks or workbooks. Instead, students benefit from a robust classroom
library, and retain choice over their reading. | am working with Barbara and Martin to determine
the extent to which we can build up each teacher’s classroom library. Lucy Calkins has put
together “classroom libraries” with titles that align with the instructional units. An added bonus is
that these libraries include a diversity of topics and protagonists, which helps meet the social




content requirements for all core curriculum in California as stated above. One of the
considerations Workshop districts have to make is the Williams compliance /sufficiency of
materials. Specifically, students have to have access to standards aligned materials in class and
available to take home. Because this program is predicated on students reading books from the
classroom in class and at home | believe we will be able to adequately meet the requirements of
the Williams Act. We may decide later on to purchase digital copies of some of the classroom
books to further provide access at home for students. Here is a link to the libraries we would
look to build in each classroom.

Initial Training: 2 Staff Developers from Teachers College will be here June 12-15 to provide a
4-day training for all K-5 teachers and RSP teachers. The training will suffice for the entirety of
the Buy Back requirement for 17-18, and a stipend will be paid for the 4th day, consistent with
past practice of stipends for curriculum development. Teachers were surveyed to see if they
plan on attending these training dates, and out of 65 responses, 6 are unable due to previous
travel plans, and one is a ‘maybe’ depending on her ability to find childcare. | will work with the
teachers unable to join us for the training to find a suitable alternative, which will either be a
summer training or pull out days during the first month. We will also be providing training to
Literacy Aides and RSP aides so that their work supports the classroom instruction.

Ongoing Support: The success of this hew literacy program is predicated on ongoing support for
teachers. Our approach will be multi-faceted, but the main focus will be in two areas: Continued
PD from TC staff, and the development of in-district coaches. For the first two years of
implementation, each elementary school will have 10 days of TC staff support. Typically, the
Staff Developers “live” on site for 5 straight days. During that time, they meet with the principal,
coaches, teachers, and teams. They observe lessons, attend planning sessions, and provide
targeted support based on the needs of the teachers and the school.

The second part of our support plan is the development of in house coaches. The plan is to
develop one K-2 and one 3-5 coach at each site. The coaches will be given a bank of sub days
to be out of the classroom to mirror the work of the TC Staff Developers. They will observe
lessons, attend planning meetings, and provide support and resources for teachers. They will
also be provided a small district budget (managed by the site principal) to provide additional
supplies, materials, and resources for teachers. This model will not only establish strong
ongoing support for the literacy program, it will also help develop instructional leadership among
our teacher ranks.

In response to teacher requests related to preparing classroom leveled libraries, the District will
organize support (paid and volunteer) prior to the start of the school year in order to assist
teachers as they level their classroom libraries. Additionally, a plan will be made to also level the
school libraries, so that students can make independent reading choices in all school settings.

Here is a rough outline of what the coaching model might look like. This is our first go at it and
principals have provided their input. We will continue to develop this program along with the
overall literacy budget for the next two years.

In order to recruit and retain employees committed to the district’s goals for student learning, the
Governing Board recognizes the importance of offering a competitive compensation package
which includes salaries and health and welfare benefits.

Certificated employees shall not be placed
in different classifications on the schedule, nor paid different salaries, solely on the basis of the
grade levels at which they teach.

A district employee shall be paid an overtime rate of not less than one and one-half times his/her
regular rate of pay for any hours worked in excess of eight hours in one day or 40 hours in one
work week. However, employees shall be exempt from overtime rules if they are employed as
teachers or school administrators or if they qualify as being employed in an executive,
administrative, or professional capacity and are paid a fixed salary at or above the salary level
established by federal regulations. (Labor Code 510; 29 USC 213; 29 CFR 541.0-541.710,
553.27, 553.32)

When authorized in a collective bargaining agreement or other agreement between the district
and employees, an employee may take compensatory time off in lieu of overtime compensation,
provided he/she has not accrued compensatory time in excess of the limits specified in 29 USC
207. An employee who has requested the use of compensatory time shall be allowed to use such
time within a reasonable period after making the request if the use of the compensatory time does
not unduly disrupt district operations. (29 USC 207; 29 CFR 553.20-553.25)

For each nonexempt employee, the Superintendent or designee shall maintain records on the
employee's wages, hours, and other information specified in 29 CFR 516.5-516.6.

In order to provide medical benefits, temporary or permanent disability benefits, wage
replacement, retraining or skill enhancement, and/or death benefits in the event that an employee
becomes injured or ill in the course of employment, the district shall provide all employees with
insurance and workers' compensation benefits in accordance with law. The Superintendent or
designee shall develop an efficient claims handling process that reduces costs and facilitates
employee recovery.

In the event that an employee is injured or becomes ill in the course of employment, he/she shall
report the work-related injury or illness to the Superintendent or designee as soon as practicable.

Within one working day of receiving notice or knowledge of any injury to an employee in the
course of employment, the Superintendent or designee shall provide a claim form and notice of
potential eligibility for workers' compensation benefits to the employee or, in the case of the
employee's death, to his/her dependents. The claim form and notice shall be provided personally
or by first class mail. (Labor Code 5401)

The Superintendent or designee shall additionally ensure that any employee who is a victim of a

crime that occurred at the place of employment is given written notice personally or by first class
mail within one working day of the crime, or when the district reasonably should have known of
the crime, that the employee is eligible for workers' compensation benefits for injuries, including
psychiatric injuries, that may have resulted from the crime. (Labor Code 3553)

The Superintendent or designee shall ensure that all employee notices described above are in the
form prescribed by the Department of Industrial Relations (DIR), Division of Workers
Compensation.

Upon learning of a work-related injury or illness, or injury or illness alleged to have arisen out of
and in the course of employment, the Superintendent or designee shall report the incident to the
DIR within five days after obtaining knowledge of the injury or illness. If a subsequent death
arises as a result of the reported injury or illness, an amended report indicating the death must be
filed with the DIR within five days after being notified of or learning about the death. (Labor
Code 6409.1)

In addition, in every case involving death or serious injury or illness, the Superintendent or
designee shall immediately make a report by telephone or email to the Division of Occupational
Safety and Health. (Labor Code 6409.1)

Definitions

Authorized health care provider means an individual who is licensed by the State of California to

prescribe or order medication, including, but not limited to, a physician or physician assistant.
(Education Code 49423; 5 CCR 601)

Other designated school personnel say-means include any individual employed by the district,
including a nonmedical school employee, who has volunteered or consented to administer the
medication or otherwise assist the student and who may legally administer the medication to the
student or assist the student in the administration of the medication. (5 CCR 601, 621)

Medication may include not only a substance dispensed in the United States by prescription, but
also a substance that does not require a prescription, such as over-the-counter remedies,
nutritional supplements, and herbal remedies. (5 CCR 601)

needle-thatis- device designed for the automatic injecton of a premeasured dose emergeney

administration-of epinephrine into the human body to prevent or treat a life-threatening allergic

anaphylaxis—(Education Code 49414)

Anaphylaxis means a potentially life-threatening hypersensitivity to a substance, which may
result from an insect sting, food allergy, drug reaction, exercise, or other cause.

Notifications to Parents/Guardians

At the beginning of each school year, the Superintendent or designee shall notify
parents/guardians of the options available to students who need to take prescribed medication
during the school day and the rights and responsibilities of parents/guardians regarding those
options. (Education Code 48980)

(cf. 5145.6 — Parental Notifications)

In addition, the Superintendent or designee shall inform the parents/guardians of any student on a

continuing medication regimen for a nonepisodic condition of the following requirements:
(Education Code 49480)

1. The parent/guardian is required to inform the school nurse or other designated employee of
the medication being taken, the current dosage, and the name of the supervising physician.

2. With the parent/guardian’s consent, the school nurse or other designated employee may
communicate with the student’s physician regarding the medication and its effects and may
counsel school personnel regarding the possible effects of the medication on the student’s
physical, intellectual, and social behavior, as well as possible behavioral signs and symptoms of
adverse side effects, omission, or overdose.

When a student requires medication during the school day in order to participate in the
educational program, the Superintendent or designee shall, as appropriate inform the student's
parents/guardians that the student may qualify for services or accommodations pursuant to the
Individuals with Disabilities Education Act (20 USC 1400-1482) or Section 504 of the federal
Rehabilitation Act of 1973 (29 USC 794).

(cf. 6164.4 - Identification and Evaluation of Individuals for Special Education)
(cf. 6164.6 - Identification and Education Under Section 504)

Parent/Guardian Responsibilities

The responsibilities of the parent/guardian of any student who may need medication during the
school day shall include, but are not limited to:

1. Providing parent/guardian and authorized health care provider written statements each school
year as described in the sections “Parent/Guardian Statement” and “Health Care Provider
Statement” below. -ln-addition;tThe parent/guardian shall provide a new authorized health care
provider’s statement if the medication, dosage, frequency of administration, or reason for
administration changes. (Education Code 49414.5, 494147, 49423, 49423.1: 5 CCR 600, 626)

2. If the student is on a continuing medication regimen for a nonepisodic condition, informing
the school nurse or other designated certificated employee of the medication being taken, the
current dosage, and the name of the supervising physician, and updating the information when
needed. (Education Code 49480)

4-3 Providing medications in properly labeleds, original containers along with the authorized
health care provider’s instructions. For prescribed or ordered medication, the container also shall
bear the name and telephone number of the pharmacy, the student’s identification, and the name
and phone number of the authorized health care provider. (5 CCR 606)

Parent/Guardian Statement

When district employees are to administer medication to a student, the parent/guardian’s written
statement shall:

1. Identify the student

2. Grant permission for the an authorized district representative to communicate directly with
the student’s authorized health care provider and pharmacist, as may be necessary, regarding the
health care provider’s written statement or any other questions that may arise with regard to the
medication-

3. Contain an acknowledgment that the parent/guardian understands how district employees will
administer the medication or otherwise assist the student in its administration-

4. Contain an acknowledgement that the parent/guardian understands his/her responsibilities to
enable district employees to administer or otherwise assist the student in the administration of
medication, including, but not limited to, the parent/guardian’s responsibility to provide a written
statement from the authorized health care provider, to ensure that the medication is delivered to
the school in a proper container by an individual legally authorized to be in possession of the
medication, and to provide all necessary supplies and equipment

5. Contain an acknowledgment that the parent/guardian understands that he/she may terminate
the consent for sueh-the administration of the medication or for otherwise assisting the student in
the administration of medication, at any time
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In addition to the requirements in items #1-5 above, if a parent/guardian has requested that
his/her child be allowed to carry and self-administer prescription auto-injectable epinephrine or
prescription inhaled asthma medication, the parent/guardian’s written statement shall:
(Education Code 49423, 49423.1)

1. Consent to the self-administration.

2. Release the district and school personnel from civil liability if & the student suffers an
adverse reaction as a result of self-administering the medication-

In addition to the requirements in items #1-5 above, if a parent/guardian wishes to designate an
individual who is not an employee of the district to administer medication to his/her child, the
parent/guardian’s written statement shall clearly identify the individual and shall state:

1. The individual’s willingness to accept the designation

2. That the individual is permitted to be on the school site

3. Any limitations on the individual’s authority

Health Care Provider Statement

When any district employee is to administer prescribed medication to a student, or when a
student is to be allowed to carry and self-administer auto-injectable epinephrine, or prescribed
diabetes-or-asthma-medication during school hours, the authorized health care provider’s written
statement shall include:

1. Clear identification of the student (Education Code 49444-7-49423, 49423.1; 5 CCR 602,
626)

2. The name of the medication (Education Code 49414.7, 49423, 49423.1; 5 CCR 602;-626)

3. The method, amount and time schedules by which the medication is to be taken (Education
Code 49414-7;-49423, 49423.1; 5 CCR 602;-626)

4. 1If a parent/guardian has requested that his/her child be allowed to self-administer medication,
confirmation that the student is able to self-administer the medication (Education Code 49414.5,

49423, 49423.1; 5 CCR 602)

5. For medication that is to be administered by unlicensed personnel, confirmation by the
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student's health care provider that the medication may safely and appropriately be administered
by unlicensed personnel (Education Code 49423, 49423.1; 5 CCR 602)

56. For medication that is to be administered on an as-needed basis, the specific symptoms that
would necessitate administration of the medication, allowable frequency for administration, and
indications for referral for medical evaluation

67. Possible side effects of the medication

78. Name, address, telephone number and signature of the student’s authorized health care
provider

District Responsibilities

The Superintendent or designee shall ensure that any unlicensed school personnel authorized to
administer medication to a student receives appropriate training from the school nurse or other
qualified medical personnel.

The school nurse or other designated school personnel shall:

1. Administer or assist in administering the medication in accordance with the authorized
health care provider’s written statement

2. Accept delivery of medications from parents/guardians and count and record them upon
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Receipt. Control substances shall be counted weekly and recorded.

3. Maintain a list of students needing medication during the school day, including those
authorized to self-administer medications, and note on the list the type of medication and the
times and dosage to be administered-

4. Maintain for each student a medication log which may:

a. Specify the student's name, medication, dose, method of administration, time of
administration during the regular school day, date(s) on which the student is required to take the
medication, and the authorized health care provider’s name and contact information

b. Contain space for daily recording of the date, time, and amount of medication
administered, and the signature and title of the individual administering the medication-

5. Maintain for each student a medication record which may include the authorized health care
provider’s written statement, the parent/guardian’s written statement, the medication log, and any
other written documentation related to the administration of medication to the student

6. Ensure that student confidentiality is appropriately maintained

(cf. 5125 — Student Records)

7. Coordinate and, as appropriate, ensure the administration of medication during field trips and
other school-related activities

(cf- 5148.2 — Before/After School Programs)
(cf. 6145.2 — Athletic Competition)
(cf. 6153 — School-Sponsored Trips)

8. Report to a student’s parent/guardian and the site administrator any refusal efaby the student
to take his/her medication

9. Keep all medication to be administered by the district in a locked drawer or cabinet

10. As needed, communicate with a student’s authorized health care provider and/or pharmacist
regarding the medication and its effects-

11. Counsel other designated school personnel regarding the possible effects of the medication
on a student’s physical, intellectual, and social behavior, as well as possible behavioral signs and
symptoms of adverse side effects, omission, or overdose-
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12. Ensure that any unused, discontinued, and or outdated medication is returned to the student’s
parent/guardians at the end of the school year or, if the medication cannot be returned, dispose of
it in accordance with state laws and local ordinances-

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Emergency Epinephrine Auto-Injectors

The Superintendent or designee shall provide epinephrine auto-injectors to school nurses or other
employees who have volunteered to administer them in an emergency and have received
training. The school nurse, or a volunteer employee when a school nurse or physician is
unavailable, may administer an epinephrine auto-injector to provide emergency medical aid to
any person suffering, or reasonablye believed to be suffering, from potentially life-threatening
symptoms of anaphylaxis at school or a school activity. (Education Code 49414)

At least once per school year, the Superintendent or designee shall distribute to all staff a notice
requesting volunteers to be trained to administer an epinephrine auto-injector and describing the
training that the volunteer will receive. (Education Code 49414)

(cf- 4112.9/4212.9/4312.9 - Employee Notifications)

The principal or designee at each school may designate one or more volunteers to receive initial
and annual refresher training, which shall be provided by a school nurse or other qualified person
designated by a physician and surgeon authorized pursuant to Education Code 49414; and shall
be based on the standards developed by the Superintendent of Public Instruction (SPI). Written
materials covering the required topics for training shall be retained by the school for reference.
(Education Code 49414)

A school nurse or other qualified supervisor of health, or a district administrator if the district
does not have a qualified supervisor of health, shall obtain a prescription for epinephrine auto-
injectors for each school from an authorized physician and surgeon. Such prescription may be
filled by local or mail order pharmacies or epinephrine auto-injector manufacturers. Elementary
schools shall, at a minimum, be provided one adult (regular) and one junior epinephrine auto-
injector. Secondary schools shall be provided at least one adult (regular) epinephrine auto-
injector, unless there are any students at the school who require a junior epinephrine auto-
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injector. (Education Code 49414)

If an epinephrine auto-injector is used, the school nurse or other qualified supervisor of health

shall restock the epinephrine auto-injector as soon as reasonably possible, but no later than two
weeks after it is used. In addition, epinephrine auto-injectors shall be-previded-to-each-volunteer

and-retained-in-histherpersennelile restocked before their expiration date. (Education Code
49414)

Information regarding defense and indemnification provided by the district for any and all civil
liability for volunteers administering epinephrine auto-injectors shall be provided to each
volunteer and retained in his/her personnel file. (Education Code 49414)

A school may accept gifts, grants, and donations from any source for the support of the school in
carrying ef out the requirements of Education Code 49414, including, but not limited to, the
acceptance of epinephrine auto-injectors from a manufacturer or wholesaler. (Education Code
49414)

The Superintendent or designee shall maintain records regarding the acquisition and disposition

of epinephrine auto-injectors for a period of three years from the date the records were created.
(Business and Professions Code 4119.2)

Emergency Medication for Opioid Overdose

The district may elect to make emergency naloxone hydrochloride or another opioid antagonist
available at schools for the purpose of providing emergency medical aid to persons suffering, or
reasonably believed to be suffering, from an opioid overdose. In determining whether to make
this medication available, the Superintendent or designee shall evaluate the emergency medical
response time to the school and determine whether initiating emergency medical services is an
acceptable alternative to providing an opioid antagonist and training personnel to administer the
medication. (Education Code 49414.3)

When available at the school site, the school nurse shall provide emergency naloxone
hydrochloride or another opioid antagonist for emergency medical aid to any person exhibiting
potentially life-threatening symptoms of an opioid overdose at school or a school activity. Other
designated personnel who have volunteered and have received training may administer such
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medication when a school nurse or physician is unavailable, and shall only administer the
medication by nasal spray or auto-injector. (Education Code 49414.3)

At least once per school year, the Superintendent or designee shall distribute to all staff a notice
requesting volunteers to be trained to administer naloxone hydrochloride or another opioid
antagonist, describing the training that the volunteer will receive, and explaining the right of the
volunteer to rescind his/her offer to volunteer at any time, including after receiving training. The
notice shall also include a statement that no benefit will be granted to or withheld from any
employee based on his/her offer to volunteer and that there will be no retaliation against any
employee for rescinding his/her offer to volunteer. (Education Code 49414.3)

The principal or designee may designate one or more volunteer employees to receive initial and
annual refresher training, based on standards adopted by the SPI, regarding the storage and
emergency use of naloxone hydrochloride or another opioid antagonist. The training shall be
provided at no cost to the employee, conducted during his/her regular working hours, and be
provided by a school nurse or other qualified person designated by an authorizing physician and
surgeon. Written materials provided during the training shall be retained at the school for
reference. (Education Code 49414.3)

A school nurse, other qualified supervisor of health, or, if the district does not have a qualified
supervisor of health, a district administrator shall obtain a prescription for naloxone
hydrochloride or another opioid antagonist for each school from an authorized physician and
surgeon. Such prescription may be filled by local or mail order pharmacies or manufacturers.
(Education Code 49414.3)

If the medication is used, the school nurse, other qualified supervisor of health, or district
administrator, as applicable, shall restock the medication as soon as reasonably possible, but no
later than two weeks after it is used. In addition, the medication shall be restocked before its
expiration date. (Education Code 49414.3)

Information regarding defense and indemnification provided by the district for any and all civil
liability for volunteers administering naloxone hydrochloride or another opioid antagonist for
emergency aid shall be provided to each volunteer and retained in his/her personnel file.
(Education Code 49414.3)

A school may accept gifts, grants, and donations from any source for the support of the school in
carrying out the requirements of Education Code 49414.3, including, but not limited to, the
acceptance of the naloxone hydrochloride or another opioid antagonist from a manufacturer or
wholesaler. (Education Code 49414.3)
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The Superintendent or designee shall maintain records regarding the acquisition and disposition
of naloxone hydrochloride or another opioid antagonist for a period of three years from the date
the records were created. (Business and Professions Code 4119.8)

High School Graduation Requirements

The Governing Board desires to prepare all students to obtain a high school diploma to enable
them to take advantage of opportunities for postsecondary education and/er employment.

(cf. 5127 - Graduation Ceremonies and Activities)
(cf- 5147 - Dropout Prevention)

(cf- 6143 — Courses of Study)

(cf- 6146.3 — Reciprocity of Academic Credit)

Course Requirements

To obtain a high school diploma, students shall complete at least the following courses in grades
9-12, with each course being one year unless otherwise specified:

Forty (40) semester credits in English

2. Thirty-five (35) semester credits of social science to include: ten (10) semester credits of
United States history and geography; ten (10) semester credits of world history, culture, and
geography; five (5) semester credits in American government and civics; five (5) semester credits
in economics; and five (5) credits of world geography. (Education Code 51225.3)

3. Five (5) semester credits of health education.

4. Thirty (30) semester credits of science including biological and physical sciences (Education
Code 51225.3) Students attending Oak View High School must complete twenty (20) semester
credits of science including life science and physical science. An Oak View High school student
may elect to complete ten (10) extra credits of science, including one year of global science, and
be recognized as graduating with a “special emphasis in science”.

(cf- 6142.93 - Science Instruction)

5. Thirty (30) semester credits of mathematics including ten (10) semester credits of Algebra I (or
twenty (20) semester credits of Algebra 1A and 1B ten (10) each) and ten (10) credits of
geometry.

At least one mathematics course, or a combination of the two mathematics courses required for
completion in grades 9-12, shall meet or exceed state academic content standards for Algebra 1.
(Education Code 51224.5)

Completion, prior to grade 9, of algebra coursework that meets or exceeds state academic content
standards shall satisfy the algebra coursework requirement, but shall not exempt a student from
the requirement to complete three mathematics courses in grades 9-12. (Education Code 51224.5)
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(cf- 6011 — Academic Standards)
(cf- 6142.92 — Mathematics Instruction)

6. Twenty (20) semester credits of physical education. (Education Code 51225.3)
(cf- 6142.7 - Physical Education)

7. Ten (10) semester credits of visual or performing arts, foreign language, or American Sign
Language. (Education Code 51225.3)

(cf- 6142.2 — World/Foreign Language Instruction)
(cf- 6142.6 - Visual and Performing Arts Education)

8. Five (5) semester credits of practical skills (industrial arts, technology education [beyond
required], journalism, yearbook, auto, architectural, or vocational education).

(cf. 6178 — Career Technical Education)
(cf. 6178.2 — Regional Occupational Center/Program)

9. Five (5) semester credits of computer education course.
10. Five (5) semester credits of a life skills course in senior year.

11. Fifty-five (55) additional general education elective credits to total two hundred and forty
(240).

12. All freshmen and sophomore students will complete a standards based guidance program to
develop a personal learning plan.

Oak View High School students will graduate with two hundred and thirty (230) credits unless
they chose to complete an additional ten (10) credits of science as stated in #4 above.

Because the prescribed course of study may not accommodate the needs of some students, the
Board shall provide alternative means for the completion of prescribed courses in accordance with
law.

(cf. 6146.11 - Alternative Credits Toward Graduation)
(cf- 6146.2 - Certificate of Proficiency/High School Equivalency)

The Superintendent or designee shall exempt or waive specific course requirements for foster
youth, homeless children, or children of military families in accordance with Education Code
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51225.1 and 49701

Exemptions and Waivers

A foster youth, homeless student, or former juvenile court school student who transfers into the
district any time after completing his/her second year of high school shall be required to complete
all graduation requirements specified in Education Code 51225.3 but shall be exempt from any
additional district-adopted graduation requirements, unless the Superintendent or designee makes
a finding that the student is reasonably able to complete the requirements in time to graduate by
the end of his/her fourth year of high school. Within 30 days of the transfer, any such student
shall be notified of the availability of the exemption and whether he/she qualifies for it.
(Education Code 51225.1)

military families by waiving specific course requirements for graduation if the student has
satisfactorily completed similar coursework in another district. (Education Code 49701)

Retroactive Diplomas

Until July 31, 2018, any student who completed grade 12 in the 2003-2604 school year or a
subsequent school year and has met all applicable graduation requirements other than the passage
of the high school exit examination shall be granted a high school diploma.

(Education Code 60851.6)

In addition, the district may grant a diploma to a veteran who entered the military service of the
United States while he/she was a district student in grade 12 and who had completed the first half
of the work required for grade 12. (Education Code 51440)

Not later than five days after adoption of the LCAP, the Board shall file the LCAP erthe-annual
update-with the County Superintendent of Schools.

If the County Superintendent sends, by August 15, a written request for clarification of the
contents of the LCAP, the Board shall respond in writing within 15 days of the request. If the
County Superintendent then submits recommendations for amendments to the LCAP within 15
days of receiving the Board's response, the Board shall consider those recommendations in a
public meeting within 15 days of receiving the recommendations. (Education Code 52070)

Monitoring Progress

The Superintendent or designee shall report to the Board, at least annually in accordance with the
timeline and indicators established by him/her and the Board, regarding the district's progress
toward attaining each goal identified in the LCAP. Evaluation shall include, but not be limited to,
an assessment of district and school performance based on evaluation rubrics adopted by the
State Board of Education pursuant to Education Code 52064.5. Evaluation data shall be used to
recommend any necessary revisions to the LCAP.

BACKGROUND: Board Policy 5113 Policy updated to reflect the requirement for a board
resolution approving reasonable methods by which students can verify absences
due to illness or quarantine. Policy also deletes section on "Effect of Absence on
Grades/Credits," as that material is covered in BP/AR 5121 - Grades/Evaluation
of Student Achievement and BP 6154 - Homework/Makeup Work. Regulation
updated to reflect NEW LAW (AB 1593, 2016) which provides that a student's
attendance at his/her own naturalization ceremony constitutes an excused
absence. Regulation also includes parent notification requirement formerly in BP,
and adds notifications that a student may be excused for religious exercises or
instruction and that a student's grade will not be lowered following an excused
absence provided that missed schoolwork is completed within a reasonable
period of time.

ALTERNATIVES: 1. Approve the amendment to Board Policy 5113 — Absences and Excuses
2. Do not amend Board Policy 5113 — Absences and Excuses.

Excused Absences

A student's absence shall be excused for any of the following reasons:

1. Personal illness (Education Code 48205)

2. Quarantine under the direction of a county or city health officer (Education Code 48205)

1. Written note, fax, email, or voice mail from parent/guardian; or parent representative.

3. Visit to the student's home by the verifying employee, or any other reasonable method which
establishes the fact that the student was absent for the reasons stated.
