Tardies

*Defined as not being in your seat when the bell rings.  Will result in one half hour being taken away.

Credits


*15 hours of work equals one credit (7 1/2 class periods - 2/3 & 4/5)

*Credits are granted based on the number of productive hours you complete during the quarter.  Because you are given 2 hours of credit for 1 1/2 hours worth of work, you must work all period.  If you sleep, socialize, disrupt the class, or do other than the assigned tasks, time spent in class will not be counted as time worked.

Electronic Devices (including, but not limited to – iPods, CD players, cell phones, PSP devices)

*May not be used at all, unless you have a pass.

*If seen or heard, they will be confiscated and given to Mr. Tabone.

Food and beverages in the classroom
*No food is allowed in the classroom (class-candy is the exception).

*Closed container beverages only.

Behavior
*Be nice.  You create the environment you live in every day.  Harassment, threats, rudeness, or nastiness of any kind will not be tolerated.  You want others (and me) to be nice to you?  Follow the class rules and just be nice yourself.

Telephone and computer use

*Students use the office telephone and the laptops. 

*Computers may not be used for other than class work during class time.  Your hours will be docked for each infraction.  

Plagiarism/cheating

*You must do your own work.  Period.  If a group is to complete an assignment, it will be set up that way.  

Both the person copying and the person allowing his/her work to be copied will receive a zero on the 

assignment.  It will not count as credit for work done or for a grade.  Mr. Tabone and your parents will be notified.  Continued offenses may result in being drop/failed from the class.

Leaving class
*You must use a bathroom pass to leave the class for any reason other than being called out by office staff  or to make copies (with teacher permission).  Put the pass in the hand on my desk.  Return within a reasonable time.  If I have to come looking for you, you will lose 1/2 hour minimum.

*You may not use potty passes for any reason other than to take care of personal business in the office.  If you go to another classroom, you will lose a minimum of one hour.

Cleaning up after yourself

*Throw your trash away, put your materials away, clean your messes up.

Credits

*You may get extra hours by earning more than 100% on class assignments.  This can be achieved by completing extra class work  (doubling minimum word counts on assignments, etc.) or by performing above and beyond expectations on assigned materials.

*You may earn 1/2 hour by catching me in a mistake (spelling, grammar, etc).  You may earn an extra hour by finding mistakes in any publication (found in or out of class).

The room

*You may expect reasonable temperatures, lighting, and air circulation.  While each person's specific requirements cannot always be accommodated, we will shoot for a happy medium.

*You may expect clean, orderly, comfortable, pleasant surroundings, and furniture as well as books and materials in good supply and good condition.

*Specifically, you will be provided with all paper, pencils, pens, and art materials to complete any required projects.  You will be given access to computers and any pertinent books and/or


other resources necessary to complete any assignment.

Behavior
*You will be provided with a learning environment free from harassment and disturbance.  Inappropriate student behavior will be dealt with swiftly and fairly as soon as I am aware of it.

*You will be treated with respect and courtesy by me and others in this classroom.  Problems or disputes that cannot be resolved by me will be referred to Mr. Tabone as soon as possible to avoid escalation.

My view of you


*I assume you are responsible, honest, trustworthy, honorable, and reliable until and unless you prove


before my very eyes otherwise.  

*You may expect me to do my very best to appreciate you every day, to provide you a fresh start when needed and earned, and to value your intelligence, talents, and abilities.

Class work

*You may expect me to provide a wide variety of assignments to meet the wide variety of
 learning styles you students present.

*You may expect me to return assignments in a timely manner with corrections and comments more positive than negative.

*You have the right to complete work you miss while absent.  You are responsible for collecting the work and completing it; I will be responsible for setting work aside for you and having it available upon your return.

*credits are granted based on the number of productive hours that a student completes during the semester.  Because you are given 2 hours of credit for 1 1/2 hours worth of work, you must work all period.  If you sleep, socialize, disrupt the class, or otherwise do other than the daily work, time spent in class will not be counted as time worked.

Electronic Devices

*No personal radios or tape/disc players, or personal headset radios or players may be used in the classroom.

*Turn off phones and beepers during class.  If they go off, they will be confiscated until the end of the class, the first time.  After that, they go to Mr. Tabone, from whom you must get it at the end of the day.

Food and beverages in the classroom

*Because we work with chemicals and glass, NO FOOD OR BEVERAGE IS ALLOWED IN THE CLASS AT ANY TIME.  
Behavior

Computer Class

Tardies

*10 tardies during one quarter will result in you being drop-failed from the course.

Credits

*Credits are granted based on the number of completed tasks.  You must finish all of Word and all of Excel to receive the full 5 credits for this course.

Electronic Devices

*No personal listening devices of any sort.  You may not listen to music via the computer.

*Turn off your cell phone during class.  If it goes off, or if I see it, it will be given to Mr. Tabone, from whom you must get it at the end of the day (and probably a lecture as well).

Food and beverages in the classroom

*No food is allowed in the classroom, except class candy.

*Beverages will be allowed only at the desk area.  YOU CANNOT HAVE BEVERAGES AT OR NEAR THE COMPUTERS.

Behavior

*Be nice.  You create the environment you live in every day.  Harassment, threats, rudeness, or intimidation of any kind will not be tolerated.  You want others (and me) to be nice to you?  Follow the class rules and just be nice yourself.

*You must be productive and refrain from keeping others from doing their own work.  If you cannot do this, you will be removed from the classroom post haste.  You may not do other than the assigned work during this period without specific permission from Ms. Allen

Telephone and computer use

*Students use the office telephone and the computers at the back of the classroom. 

Plagiarism/cheating

*You must do your own work.  Period.  If you copy and/or turn in someone else's work as your own, you will be immediately drop-failed from the class and will have to earn your computer credits elsewhere.  

* If you knowingly allow someone else to copy your work, you will also be drop-failed from the class.
